2. They have difficulty with some of the policies of the team selection committee. | must say that this
is not my experience at all.

We are all trying to accomplish the same purpose. TO PLACE THE PEOPLE GOD WANTS ON HIS
TEAMS SO THAT HE CAN CHANGE LIVES. Chris Ickes, Wanda Dunn, and Dawn Crum and the
committee have helped all of the lay leaders accomplish just that. Thank you.

3. Discovering that things go better when they come to the realization that listening to God works
better than trying to do it themselves. The frequency of “yes” to team requests increases quickly.

100% of the time it will be better than |
ever thought possible. April 13-16 really are the best dates for me, tax season and all.
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What | am still working on is God’s timing. He tends to be much slower than | think He should be.
He has told me several times that He will not be going any faster. Good news though, He does not
think I am as good as Noah, so | will not have to wait 125 years for results. There is that.

God has a perfect plan for this team, and | was not interested in putting anybody on it whom He
did not want. | trust His timing and His purpose in all of it. | have many friends on it and many did
not get included.

My teammate for the Women’s walk, Jo Ann Fearon, a true woman of God, is doing exactly the
same thing. | expect God to do amazing things through both of HIS walks. TO GOD BE THE GLORY.
